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ABSTRACT

This research has motivated and conducted to study the following objectives
were: To study the development of English Learning management in Institute of Physical
Education in central campus. To study the relation of between personal with gender, age,
educational background, experience, position, faculty and campus. And to suggest the
development of English learning management in Institute of Physical Education in central
campus. The sample group was 209 out of 450 respondents. The tools used in the study
were questionnaires. The statistics used in analyzing the data were frequency, percentage,
mean and standard deviation. Statistical hypothesis testing was conducted by using Chi-
Square Test. The statistical significance was set as the level of P = 0.05

The results of the study were as follows: In overall, the English learning
management development of Institute of Physical Education was of high level. When each
aspect was individually considered, from the highest mean to the lowest, it was found that
the administration aspect was of the highest level, followed by the learning management
aspect, and the learner aspect was of the lowest level. In hypothesis testing it was found
that there were no relations between gender, age, educational background, campus,
position, faculty and experience with the development of English learning management in
the Institute of Physical Education in central campus. In the administration aspect were
suggested that administrator should support the teachers to study English with the native
English teacher and administrator should lessen the workload from the teachers. The
learning management aspect were suggested that in learning management aspect is
appropriate but there are lacks of English teachers who directly respond to teaching and
administrator should set the clearly English curriculum to every educational level. In
learner aspect, they told the problem that some students do not pay attention to study
English and students have a lot of activities to do, so they are often absent in the class. In
instructional media aspect were suggested that there is lack of laboratory and teachers
lack of skill in using the instructional media. There were no relations of between personal

with gender, age, educational background, experience, etc.
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
