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Abstract

The purposes of this study were 1) to investigate social media usage behaviors among students in the
Institute of Physical Education, Samut Sakhon, 2) to study social media activities among the sample students,
3) to explore social media usage for learning among the sample students, 4) to study the sample students’
satisfaction with the quality of lessons in social media, and 5) to compare social media activities, social media
usage for learning, and their satisfaction with the quality of lessons in social media, classified by faculty.
The sample was 344 students of Institute of Physical Education, Samut Sakhon. A questionnaire was used as a
research instrument to collect data. Data collected were then analyzed using statistics, including frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, and One-Way ANOVA.

The results of this study indicated as follows:

The respondents’ social media behavior was at a high level (X= 3.58,S.D. = 0.81). The most
commonly used social media platform was Facebook, followed by Line, Instagram, and Youtube.
Most of them spent 1-2 hours with social media. The most commonly used device was a smartphone.
They faced the problems with using social media, expensive cost to use internet, and signal speed.
The respondents have made privacy settings before accepting or allowing others to add them as friends
regularly at 57.27 percent. Accepting friends or requesting to be friends on social media was done only for
their acquaintances regularly at  50.87 percent. Fact and information checking before sharing or forwarding
was done regularly at 54.94 percent. Information considering before uploading or posting (text, images, audio,
video) for publicizing was dome regularly at 62.21 percent.

The respondents’ usage of social media activities was at a high level (X = 3.60, S.D. = 1.05).
The most popular purpose of usage of social media activities was for watching historical movies, dramas, shows,
sporting events.

The respondents’ social media usage for learning was at a high level (X = 3.67, S.D. = 0.97).
The most popular purpose of using social media for learning was for learner-learner communication.

The respondents were highly satisfied with the quality of the lessons on social media (X = 3.77,
S.D. =0.83).

The respondents with different faculties indifferently used social media activities.

The respondents with different faculties indifferently used social media for learmning.

The respondents with different faculties were indifferently satisfied with lessons in social media.
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
