Abstract

This research aimed to present systematically the patterns for the dissemination of Sillapa Muaythai:
Sit Pan Thai Nor Ra Sing. The primary informers were 5 Muaythai specialists and 5 Muaythai academics
which were selected by a purposive procedure. Research instruments were interviews, studied the documents,
books, text books, researches, scripts, and film scripts. The contexts were synthesized about the need for
Sillapa Muaythai: Sit Pan Thai Nor Ra Sing and group interviews. Content analysis was used for the data
analysis.
The research revealed that
1. Sillapa Muaythai skill curriculum: Sit Pan Thai Nor Ra Sing was used for learning, practicing,
and transmitting systematically. There were 3 levels concerned about Sillapa Muaythai: Sit Pan
Thai Nor Ra Sing that were basic skills, transmitted of Muaythai teachers and Muaythai art
teachers skills, and Sillapa Muaythai: Sit Pan Thai Nor Ra Sing evaluators skills.
2. Pan Thai Nor Ra Sing bravery. His life style was a “fighter”. He was also a hero for the benefit of
the community which occurred from 8 knowledge fundamental practices that caused intellectual
growth. There were 1) People had an honor. 2) Thai people proud and had confidence. 3)
Sillapa Muaythai learning was taught by various teachers and had knowledge in practicing. 4) It
was the Sillapa Muaythai learning from the culture. 5) It was the integration of real life and
together with the spiritual development. 6) It made the development in the right way. 7) It was an
easy to learn, fun, and there was unemployment. And 8) There were researches, innovations, and
new theories.
3. Thai ancestors sacrificed themselves for the public and the nation. For example Pan Thai Nor Ra
Sing, soldiers braveries, and the volunteer spirits of the dead. These people had knowledge of the

practice.
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
